In April of 1970, people of the Barrio Logan in San Diego took possession of the land below the Coronado Bridge to 
stop the construction of a highway patrol substation. This was the first step in creating Chicano Park, a community 
space that celebrates Chicana/o history, culture and solidarity. The community's action announced that it would resist 
outside forces that threatened to increase police surveillance and to push aside local interests. In addition to winning the 
space for the park, the community adopted the bridge itself as a canvas for public murals involving community artists 
of all sorts-one of the grandest popular art projects ever accomplished in the U.S.
